Specifications / Plans

- Installation of a Level 2 EVCS on the inside of the back wall of the carport adjacent to indicated parking spot.

- Installation of an “E.V.” electrical subpanel with an EV-B meter with independent service from PG&E (adjacent to existing PG&E panel).
- Wiring to connect the panel and EVCS with conduit etc. as required by code.

Note: New electrical sub-panel will be 90 amps with 240 volt supply capable of hosting 4 meters and charging 4 EV’s simultaneously.

Note: Owner will supply a liability insurance policy that names the HOA as an additional insured in an amount at least of $1,000,000.00 (per California Civil Code Sections 4600 and 4745 for homeowner associations where a charging unit is installed in a common area.
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Applicant agrees and understands:

That the completion of this application form does not fulfill all of the conditions and requirements for an approval.

That the Architectural Committee may require additional information as it deems necessary to make a decision. Until all information is submitted to the Committee, the application will be deemed incomplete and will stand disapproved.

That the Committee may impose "Special Conditions" of construction and maintenance of the modification. Any special conditions shall be attached and be a part of the approval.

4.
That upon completion of the modification, the applicant must notify the Architectural Committee so that it may be inspected.

5.
Any deviation from the approved plan, specifications or special conditions shall cause the permit to terminate and become null and void. Applicant agrees that failure to conform to these requirements is cause for the Board to have the modification removed and the property restored at applicant's expense and that all reasonable costs incurred by the Association shall be a charge against the owner's unit. Such costs shall include costs of construction, reconstruction, administration fees, attorney fees and reasonable court costs, if incurred.

No work will be initiated which may:

a)
be a violation of any of the provisions of the Association's Declaration of Covenants, Conditions and Restrictions;

b)
violate any applicable building code;

c)
be an annoyance to the other unit residents; or

d)
increase the cost of insurance.

All work should be initiated with the consideration of the grounds, aesthetics, time and noise factors.
